Based on The Law of Associations, Article 11. (“Narodne novine” nr.88/01), Foundation General Assembly of  the Croatian Association of Music Libraries, Archives and Documentation Centres (HUMKAD), held on the December the 11th 2003 has brought the

CONSTITUTION 

of The Croatian Association of Music Libraries, Archives and Documentation Centres 

I.  MAIN ORDER

Article 1.

This Constitution determines the name, headquarters, administration, purposes and activities to realise the purposes; publicity, membership and dues, rights and commitments of members; inner structure of the administration; bodies of the Association,  their structure and authority, the way of ruling, the mode of electing and recalling, term of office and responsibilities of members; properties and disposal of  the possible profit; the way of obtaining properties; termination and procedure with properties in case of termination.

Article 2.

The name of the Association shall be: Hrvatska udruga muzičkih knjižnica, arhiva i dokumentacijskih centara (HUMKAD)

The name of the Association in English: Croatian Association of Music Libraries, Archives and Documentation Centres (CAML)

Headquarters: Starčevićev trg 6, Zagreb, Croatia

Article 3.

HUMKAD is an Association registered by the City authorities as a nonprofit legal corporation.

Article 4.

HUMKAD has a seal. 

Seal is in round shape, 4 centimeters in diameter, with  the text written by the edge: Hrvatska udruga muzičkih knjižnica, arhiva i dokumentacijskih centara, 

and in the middle: HUMKAD – Zagreb.

Article 5.

HUMKAD is represented by the President and the Secretary. The General Assembly may also authorise the other people to represent the HUMKAD.

 II.  PURPOSES AND ACTIVITIES

Article 6.

HUMKAD is founded to encourage, promote and develope the activities of libraries, archives and documentation centres concerned with music and music materials, to strenghten cooperation among institutions and individuals working in these fields and to publish informations concerning their work.

Article 7.

The activities of the HUMKAD are:

1. promotion of better understanding of the the cultural importance of music libraries, archives and documentation centres in Republic of Croatia

2. to supprot and facilitate the realization of projects in music bibliography, music documentation and music library science at national and international levels

3. to promote the availability of all publications and documents relating to music, including particularly to encourage international exchange and lending

4. to encourage and support the development of standards in all areas that concern the Association

5. to promote the availability of suitable professional education and training

6. to further the bibliographical control of music materials of all kinds

7. to support the protection and preservation of musical documents of all periods

8. to cooperate with other organisations in the fields of librarianship, bibliography, archival science, documentation, music, musicology and copyright in Croatia and abroad

9. to develop the program of international cooperation

10. to arrange and attend professional meetings in Croatia and abroad

11. to publish books and journals with all matters of professional interest

Article 8.

The work  of  the HUMKAD is open to public. Publicity is realised in following ways:

· written reports, on the special meetings or else

· public announcing

III. MEMBERS OF HUMKAD

Article 9.

Every individual person or institution can become a member of HUMKAD.

Article 10.

Members of HUMKAD shall become by enrolment in the registry of members.

Article 11.

The annual membership dues shall be determined by the General Assembly.

Article 12.

Rights and commitments of members are:

· to pay membership dues

· to be engaged in HUMKAD activities

· to participate in leading business of HUMKAD

· to watch over good reputation of HUMKAD

· to take good care of material belongings and realisation of taken commitments

Article 13.

Membership ceases:

· self-imposing

· not paying dues

· with suspension

The member shall be removed from the registry if he or she doesn’t pay the dues for the current year untill the end of the year.

The President of the Association desides about the suspension of member.

Excluded member have right to put a complaint to the General Assembly in period of 15 days from the day of suspension.

The General Assembly  must solve the complaint in 30 days time from the day of delivery.

The General Assembly’s decision about the suspension is final.

Article 14.

The Association may join the alliance of associations in Croatia and abroad, and decision about this metter relies on the General assembly.

IV. THE BODIES OF THE HUMKAD

Article 15.

The bodies of HUMKAD are:

· the General Assembly

· the President

· the Vice-president

· the Secretary

GENERAL ASSEMBLY

Article 16.

The General Assembly is the main body governing the Association. The General Assembly shall comprise all members of the HUMKAD.

Article 17.

The General Assembly can be regular, electoral or extraordinary. The General Assembly regularly meets at least once a year. The electoral meeting takes place every four years.

The meetings are convened by the President of the HUMKAD, who defines the agenda and date of the meeting.

The President shall convene the meeting of the General Assembly when at least one third of  the members demands it. The members shall propose the agenda.

If the President doesn’t convene a meeting on the demand in 15 days, the proposer shall do it.

Article 18.

The General Assembly is presided by the President of HUMKAD. In his absence, the General Assembly vote for the person who will preside the meeting.

During the meeting the minutes should be taken, and it has to be kept permanently in the archive of HUMKAD.

Article 19.

The General Assembly have the authority to decide only if the majority of the members are present. Resolutions of the General Assembly shall be adopted by a simple majority of the votes, except if it isn’t defined otherwise by the Constitution.

If there is no quorum, the meeting shall be postponed for a half an hour, and after that time the resolutions of the General Assembly shall be adopted if at least one-sixth of the members are present.

Article 20.

The General Assembly

· defines the development policy of the HUMKAD

· defines and changes the Constitution of HUMKAD

· defines the annual financial plan and report

· defines the other documents and decisions about the activities of HUMKAD

· appoints or suspense the President, the Vicepresident and the Secretary of HUMKAD

· appoints and suspense the Treasurer

· discusses and accepts the reports

· decides about the complaints and suspension

· decides about the termination of the Association

· execute other business defined by the law or the Constitution

THE PRESIDENT

Article 21.

All executive functions and other issues defined by this Constitution is given to the President of the HUMKAD. The President is elected by the General Assembly, on the term of office for four years.

Article 22.

The President

· represents the Association

· calls the General Assembly

· presides over the General Assembly

· proposes the plan of activities and the Constitution to the General Assembly, for the discussion and accepting

· takes care of the realization of the accepted programme and the decisions of the General Assembly

· manages the properties of the HUMKAD

· submits to the General Assembly the report of the Association activities 

· appoints the commissions and common bodies according to the needs, giving them the assignements

· presents HUMKAD General Assembly’s conclusions to the public

· supervise resources and the finances of the HUMKAD

· makes decision about the suspension of member

· does also the other tasks according to the Constitution and other general documents of the HUMKAD

Article 23.

The President is reponsible to the General Assembly of the HUMKAD.

The President submits the annual report  about his work to the General Assembly of the HUMKAD.

In case of absence of the President, his duties shall assume the Vice –President. The term of the Vice-President shall be four years.

THE SECRETARY

Article 24.

The Secretary of the HUMKAD shall be appointed by the General Assembly on the term for four years. The secretary shall be responsible for the professional-administrative work of the Association.

The Secretary of the HUMKAD keeps the registry of members.

THE TREASURER

Article 25.

The Treasurer of the HUMKAD shall be appointed by the General Assembly on the term for four years.

Article 26.

The General Assembly or the President may establish the permanent or temporary commissions and other working groups for the special projects.

Their structure, tasks, term of existence and responsability shall be defined by the establishment decision.

V. THE BELONGINGS AND THE WAYS OF ACQUISITION

Article 27.

The properties of the HUMKAD are:

· belongings in money

· mobile belongings

· real estate

· other property

Article 28.

HUMKAD gains the properties by:

· the membership dues

· the grants and gifts

· the grants from the State budget

· from the other sources in concordance with the law

Article 29.

The President of the HUMKAD shall report the Associations material and financial buisness to the General Assembly for discussion and acceptance.

VI. THE CEASE OF THE HUMKAD

Article 30.

HUMKAD may be dissolved in concordance with the law.

In the event od the dissolution of the Association, it’s property shall pass to it’s establishers.

The Association may be dissolved by a meeting of the General Assembly with a two-thirds majority of the votes.

VII. TRANSITIVE AND CLOSING ORDER

Article 31.

The Constitution shall be accepted by General Assembly with the majority of the votes.

Article 32.

The interpretation of this Constitution shall be given by the General Assembly of the HUMKAD.

The interpretations of other documents of the Association shall be given by the President of the HUMKAD.
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
